Get Excited

Write a persuasive email. Write o

personal email which can be sent to many people.

Think of simple ways to personalize it. Cut and

paste to save fime. You don't have to reinvent the

wheel for each email.

Make a call, set up a meeting. In the

age of texting and email, it never hurts to meet

people in person, or fo talk to them on the phone.
This may be an excuse to reconnect with someone
you don't have a chance to talk to very often. Let

them know that you also want to catch up with
how things are going with them.

Be Prepared

In the weeks before the event, always keep
some sponsor pledge sheets and some post
cards with you so you can catch, and keep
track of, potential sponsors. Only you can
enter their pledges online to get Razoo
points. Online, sponsors can only make
donations in your name (not pledges).
